11:30 to 12:15 - Lunch includes place setting

12:15 - Full day students have recess.  Half day 

students meet their parents on the carport.  
 

1:00 to 3:00  -  Afternoon work period.  
 

3:00 -  Children are dismissed at the   carport or 

participate in after school programs.  

The child now wants answers to philosophical 

questions about the origins of the universe, the 

nature of life, different cultures, and the funda-

mental needs of humans.   

Interdisciplinary studies combine geography, 

geology, biology, chemistry, physics, history, 

and the study of natural history.  Language and 

mathematics are related to real life situations, 

and all areas of study.  The use of manipulative 

materials continues for the introduction of new 

concepts.   

A Physical Education teacher joins the classroom 

once a week.

8:00 The children arrive and greet the teacher 

at the door.  They remove their shoes, say 

goodbye to their parents and enter the   

classroom.                

8:00 to 10:30 - The work period includes social  

skills, bathroom skills, language development,      

care of self, and care of environment.  

 

10:30 to 11:45 - Group presentations, snack, 

nature walks and outside play.              

11:45 to 12:15 - Hygiene skills and lunch.  Half 

day students meet their parents at the door ; 

full day students prepare for nap.                          

12:30 to 3:00 - Children drift  to sleep with  

classical music.                                                                 

3:00 to 6:00 - Children are picked up by     

parents or stay to continue working in the 

classroom  and later play outside .
